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COVID-19 Impact on Housing and Homelessness
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Adverse impacts of COVID-19 linger: 

• Unemployment rate down to 4.7% in August 2021 but 

still higher than pre-pandemic 3.0% in February 2020.

• Eviction filings numbered 6,260 between March 2020 

and April 2021. 

• Food insecurity effects an estimated 181,340 County 

residents in 2021, including 52,580 children.

Palm Frequent User Systems Engagement (PalmFUSE) will enhance client and cost tracking/ 
Address challenges posed by multiple databases and differing reporting requirements 

Continue to align funding streams with team goals and metrics in mind

Developing a ‘homeless dispatch’ call center via coordinated entry in new Delray Beach location

 Increased collaboration between CSD, Park Rangers and PBSO to provide housing services and 
connection to resources 

Explore cross-departmental use of the Coordinated Entry System to identify households most in 
need of services

Various departments receive similar calls from residents for assistance; how can this be better 
coordinated for efficiency?

HED and FDO partnership to develop affordable housing on County-owned properties
